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Hello Neighbors,

The neighborhood is rapidly growing so there are many new faces each and every day. In addition to new residents, the on-going construction brings many new workers to the neighborhood. It can become very confusing trying to keep up with everybody but it is important to do so. Unfortunately, criminals see this rapid change as an opportunity to commit crime by blending in with the changing faces. Please be alert and report suspicious activity to the Raleigh Police Department. It will also be important to report these activities to the property manager so that regular updates can be provided to the neighborhood.

Use this as a guide to check your home for safety measures.  Boxes you mark as “No” indicate areas where you could take action to improve your home’s security.  These are just some of the steps you can take to decrease the likelihood that your home is targeted for crime.


Exterior Doors

All doors are locked at night and every time you leave the house, even if it is 

only for a few minutes?
Doors are solid hardwood or metal clad?

All entryways have a working, keyed entry lock and sturdy deadbolt installed

into the frame of the door?
Spare keys are kept with a trusted neighbor, not in a planter, on a ledge, under the 

doormat or in the mailbox?
Garage Door Security (for those homes so equipped)

The door leading form the garage to the house is solid wood or metal-clad and 

protected with a quality keyed lock and deadbolt?
Garage doors are kept closed except when entering or exiting, or when otherwise 

occupied?  

Windows

Every window has a working lock?
Windows are always locked when closed?
Outdoors


Outdoor lights are on in the evening whether or not someone is home?
The house number is clearly visible for police or other emergency vehicles to 

easily see?
Security When Away

At least two timers have been set to turn lights on and off at logical times when

you are away for an extended period?
At least one neighbor knows you are away and can access your home in case of 

an emergency and to pick up mail, newspapers or deliveries?
