Park Place Board of Directors
Meeting Minutes (7/16)

The Park Place Board of Director’s meeting was convened at 3:00 pm at the Park Place Clubhouse.  Attendees included the following:

The BoD first addressed a letter of concern received by the Board from 7 residents who were concerned about the professional behavior of the maintenance contractor in several areas:

1. Lack of homeowner notification when maintenance is to be conducted.  This impacts privacy, especially when maintenance is being conducted on the roof near sky lights where a view of the interior of the living an bathroom areas is possible  

2. Contractor’s use of electrical outlets and water spigots on one unit when performing maintenance on others.

3. The storing of equipment such as ladders under homeowners decks and on the property in general  

4. Failure to clean debris such as trash building materials and cigarette butts after the work is completed

David Robbins addressed each of these concerns with the following responses:
1. The contractors will be requested to attempt to notify the homeowner by ringing the doorbell at least once and knocking on the door at least twice.  If no response, the maintenance will be performed as scheduled. 
2. The contractor will make every attempt to be fair and equitable in the use of appropriate outlets for the unit being serviced.  In the event the appropriate electrical outlet is out of service, the contractor will use the most appropriate outlet to complete the work.

3. The contractor will be briefed to remove all equipment at the end of the work day.

4. The contractor will be briefed to remove all trash from the area at the end of the work day.

Bill Kivet has resigned as President due to moving.  His efforts have been very much appreciated and the BoD regrets his departure.  Sam Koret has now assumed the position as Board President.  Sam will have to assume dual signature authority, along with Barbara, with the Park Place bank (Sun Trust) as soon as possible.  Until that occurs, Barbara will continue to have sole signature authority.
William Champagne expressed his interest in supporting the community as a member of the Board.  William was nominated to the Board by Jesse James and seconded by Barbara Pilkington; the vote was 3-0 in favor.  We welcome William to the Board.  

The community newsletter is still in production, the contents will be influenced by the survey results as to the type and depth of information deemed important by the homeowners.  The newsletter will be available for distribution at the scheduled July 29th social.  Sam is putting together the invitations for distribution which will include RSVP requests from the homeowners.  We currently anticipate catering by Red, Hot and Blue – Sam is also going the check on the cost as soon as we can get an idea of participation.
The July 29 social is a good opportunity for advertising the November yearly homeowner’s meeting.  We want to encourage attendance by the homeowners at the September Board meeting to minimize the surprises and ensure a more effective outcome.  We also want to bring up the idea of a Park Place “Happy Hour” one day during the week; we will need some help supporting the event.

Barbara mentioned the possible need for lightning rods to help avoid home strikes.  This is a good idea but would probably need to be supported by individual homeowners.

The Park Place Community Watch signs have been received and will be placed at the entrances to the neighborhood.

Our last issue is the entrance way to Park Place.  Although some repair has been completed, we need to make this centerpiece a true icon of our neighborhood as it is the first thing most folks see coming into the development.  David is working the lighting issues with Progress Energy.  This needs to be handled as a project and William expressed an interest in helping with the effort.  We should be able to provide the landscape contractor with the guidance he needs to improve and maintain the presentation.
