Minutes of the January 21, 2007, Board meeting were approved as published.

Property Manager Report:  David went over the financial records as of 2/28/07.  For the month there was a negative amount going into the reserve fund, but that is only temporary.  Since there are enough funds in the checking account and money market account, he suggested we put some money into CDs.

Judy moved to transfer up to $70,000 into a CD, motion seconded and passed.

Social Committee:   First meeting will be next Sunday, 3/25/07.
Safety Committee:   No report.
Landscape/Architectural Committee:  Helen reported:

1)  Fetzko has completed most of the planting that was approved in December along Laura Duncan and at that 
entrance.

2)  She is working on getting free azalea’s from NC Extension that are given to non-profit organizations.

3)  The committee, along with David Fetzko, has developed a plan for plantings that are needed in the common 
areas in front of our homes.  Each homeowner will be contacted before any work is done to the area in front 
of their house.  This plan is for $927, which falls within our budget for the year.

4)  An owner on Vinca has trees from the Arbor Society, she’d like to plant them across the street from her house.  
Helen will have her find out if that is OK with Fetzko and with her neighbors.
Clubhouse/Pool:  

1)  Gwen James and her “elves” have done a wonderful job of redecorating the clubhouse.  They were able to 
implement the plans that were suggested by William.  Gwen’s expenses of $360 will be reimbursed.  Many 
items were donated by her committee members and two paintings are on loan from an owner.

2)  It would be nice to have dimmers on the lights in the clubhouse.  

3)  There was discussion about raising the rent for the clubhouse (it is currently only $20).  Its use will be marketed 
to non-homeowners for a higher fee.  It was reiterated that only the clubhouse is rented; the pool is never 
rented out.

4)  A lock box is needed to hold keys for the storage room in the clubhouse, so that furniture may be be stored in 
there.  At the present time the two new sets of card tables and chairs are in there.

5)  David discussed the need for space for the painters to store their tools and supplies this summer, while they are 
doing the painting.
Newsletter:  Everyone thanked Barbara and David for the latest Newsletter.  It was very attractive.

Barbara asked what the frequency should be.  Agreement was reached to publish 6 per year, coming out “roughly” 
every other month; with some flexibility when needed.

It was agreed that small (business card size) ads could be put in the newsletter for a fee of $10.

Old Business:
Signers for our checking and money market accounts are now Barbara Pilkington, Treas., and Judy Brown, Sec.

All Board members; Betsy, our Clubhouse manager; and David have Clubhouse keys; but no one else should have 
them.  At this time all have keys except William – David will get one to him.

New Business:

The Board agreed to the Certified Pool Operator contract submitted by Betsy Mebane for 2007.  It should fall within 
the budgeted amount.
Jesse had an application for a Landscape change for his house.  It had been approved by the Landscape 
/Architectural Committee and was approved by the Board.

The next meeting will be on Sunday, May 20th at 3:00 p.m.  Future 2007 meetings will be on July 15, September 16, and November 18.
