Patio Door Replacement Update

Many of the patio doors in the neighborhood have been replaced and several more are being scheduled. Although the
HOA inspects these doors periodically from the exterior, we are not able to inspect for interior damage so please in-
spect your patio doors periodically for wood damage from the inside. These patio doors are being replaced as needed
so owners should contact the property manager when an inspection reveals significant wood damage. This is the proc-
ess for replacements:

1. Report the problem to the property manager who will put you in touch with the installer.

2. The installer will evaluate the existing door and explain the options available for the new door. These options in-
clude internal mini-blinds and a screen kit which must be paid for by the home owner. The typical cost for the
mini-blinds is between $240 and $260. The screen kit will cost between $50 and $60 for the current patio door
style and between $100 and $110 for the French door style.

3. The installer will give the final door order to the property manager who will order the door from Home Depot.

4. The installer will schedule the installation with you when the door is available at Home Depot.
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Important Tips from Christine Gambacorta

“There's no way to sugarcoat it: MOLD is an unwelcome guest in any home. And like your unpredictable in-laws,
it can show up without warning, even in the cleanest abodes. Mold is a type of fungus that grows from tiny spores
that float in the air. It can grow almost anywhere there is moisture and a temperature of between 40 and 100 de-
grees Fahrenheit.

The most common type of mold, called mildew, is easy to spot. It's the black stuff you see in the grout lines in your
shower, on damp walls and outdoors on the surface of deck boards and painted siding, especially in damp and
shady areas. To test for mildew, dab a few drops of household bleach on the blacked area. If it lightens after one or
two minutes, you have mildew. If the area remains dark, it's probably just dirt.

Besides being unsightly, mold can cause health problems, including hay fever-type symptoms such as sneezing,
runny nose, red eyes and skin rash. More seriously, mold can cause asthma attacks in people with asthma who are
allergic to mold.

To get rid of minor mold and mildew infestations, disinfect the area with a mild bleach and water solution, then
seal with several coats of a primer/sealer and repaint with a washable paint. Improving the ventilation in damp ar-
eas of your home, such as the bathroom, will tend to minimize mold problems. For more extensive mold infesta-
tions, contact a professional who can help you determine the best way to deal with it.”



Park Place Clubhouse and Pool Rules

The community expects that all residents will treat the pool and clubhouse with respect. The following guide-
lines must be followed in order to provide a clean, safe, and enjoyable facility for all residents.

The home owner and/or resident must be present when the pool and/or clubhouse are in use. This will be vigor-
ously enforced to avoid unintended guests using the pool facility.

Glass is not allowed in the pool area at any time! This is not only a safety hazard but broken glass in the pool
will require the entire pool to be drained which costs a lot of money.

The Club House and/or the pool can be reserved by calling Betsy Mebane at 469-9738 or e-mailing her at
betsy mebane@hotmail.com.

All Park Place residents have full access rights to the pool when the Clubhouse is reserved.

The daily rental fee for the clubhouse is $20 in addition to a deposit of $250.00. Make both checks payable to
Park Place HOA. The $250 check will be returned after passing satisfactory inspection of the facility.

All events at the Club House will close at 12 midnight.

When reserving the Club House, please reserve for set-up time, event, and clean-up time. If the event ends at 12
midnight, the homeowner has until 12 noon the next day to clean the facility unless the facility is reserved the
following day. The homeowner is responsible for the cleaning supplies and garbage removal. Please note: the
garbage must be removed and placed in the designated area at the back/ side of the building.

If the facility is not cleaned, the $250 check will be deposited and the amount will be deducted to pay for the
cleaning service of the facility (breakout fees for the cleaning will be found on the Park Place Pool House Check
List).

If damages occur, the damages will be assessed and deducted from the $250 deposited check. If the damages are
greater than $250, a bill will be sent to the homeowner. If the amount of the damages is not paid within 30 days
after the event, a $5 per day overdue charge will be added to the bill and the HOA will initiate collection.

If the clean up charges and/or damage fees are not paid, the homeowner will forfeit use of the pool house facility
and the charges will be assessed to the residence.

Each homeowner will be allowed up to six (6) guests at the pool at a time. The Pool and Club House will need to
be reserved if a household has more than six guests at the pool.

Pool house hours are: Adults —6 AM to 10 PM, Children — 9 AM to 9 PM (children under the age of 18 must
always be accompanied by an adult)
