When a homeowner does improvements or additions to the exterior of their 
house, they are then responsible for the upkeep of these items.  The usual such 
improvements are enclosed decks, and adding storm/screen doors on either the 
front and rear doors. 

All the contractors doing work such as painting, deck staining, and gutter cleaning, 
are responsible for clean up after their work.  If a homeowner notices things that 
have not been taken care of; contact the contractor, if possible, or else notify 
David Robbins and he will inform the contractor. 

Exterior repairs will be done to the extent of what is customary and necessary to 
maintain the building, but not necessarily totally replaced. 

Patio door replacement from now on will be done using the same type of door 
that we already have except these will be non-rot materials.  If a homeowner 
wants a different type of door, they must go to Home Depot and purchase the door 
that they want themselves.  They will be reimbursed up to the cost of the current 
doors. The doors will still need to meet the specs of the HOA. 

Please inspect the interior of your storage room frequently.  We have had a few 
with damage done to the interior caused by a leak in the roof.  The homeowner 
was not aware that there was a leak, that was causing all the damage.

There are many ways 
that home owners can show their personal appreciation but here are just a few...Parents and others 
(grandparents etc.) are reminded of the requirement to ensure their small children (4 and under) wear wa-
terproof/watertight swim suits or diapers in the Park Place pool.   We had an incident on July 4 which closed 
the pool because of the presence of fecal matter. The pool had been meticulously cleaned a few hours before 
and was beautiful before this incident.  If an accident occurs, Betsy Mebane, telephone 469ɀ9738 must be 
notified immediately. All glass containers are prohibited in the pool areas. This even includes the placement 
of empty glass containers in the recycle bin by residents using the clubhouse. For this reason, there is an-
other recycle bin located on the backside of the building outside the fenced in area. Please use this recycle

1. Any replacement of porch fixtures MUST be brass, as with door bell buttons , door knobs, no 
exceptions! Air conditioner units and fans are not allowed in windows unless the board ap-
proves it. We have seen big profits this year in home sales, it is due to pride of our community. 
By all means feel free to plant any flowers you desire, but shrubs, trees, and flower boxes must 
be approved. Also keep in mind when planting if you are in an interior unit, have balance in 
your planting with you neighbor.  

2. Remember that Park Place Home Owners have in place the Neighborhood Watch Pro-
gram:

3. Please store your trash cans in the back of your home (not the front or front porch) except 
on garbage days when you can put them in the front.

Summertime Vegetables! 
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GET YOUR SUMMERTIME VEGGIES 

This is the time for fresh vegetables.  Here are two ways to get them. 

Go to the DOWNTOWN FARMERS MARKET in CARY 

The farmers market is open in its new location at 744 E Chatham Street. 

It features only items grown or produced by the vendor and within 60-miles of Cary, 

and much of it is organic.  At the market you can get locally grown vegetables and fruit, pasture-raised 
meats, eggs, honey, cut flowers, landscape plants, crafts, pottery, jewelry, home-made jams, jellies and 
sauces, artisan roasted coffee, and baked goods.

Corn trivia: 

Corn is native to North Carolina. The settlers discovered Native Americans already growing corn 
when they came to America. 

The number of kernels per ear can vary from 500 to about 1,200, but a typical ear would have 800 
kernels, according to corn experts. 

The silks on corn are essential for pollen from the tassels to fertilize the plant. Each silk will convey pol-
len to one site on a developing ear of corn, making it possible for that site to develop into a kernel of 
corn. 

  

COOKING METHODS: There are many variations of the basic methods 

IN WATER:  
Choose a pot large enough to hold the amount of corn you want to cook, with room for water to cover 
the corn. Cover pot and bring water to a boil on high heat. Add husked corn ears and continue to cook 
on high heat (covered or not) three to four minutes or until kernels are very hot.  

GRILL:  
Husk corn; wrap each ear loosely with aluminum foil.  Place corn onto a hot grill over medium heat. 
Cover with lid, open any vents, and cook fifteen to 20 twenty minutes; turn occasionally. 

MICROWAVE:  
Husk corn, rinse and wrap each ear loosely in a paper towel. Cook on full power one to two minutes or 
until ears are very hot to touch.
