ARCHITECTURE COMMITTEE REPORT

Since last quarters’ Newsletter, the Architecture Committee investigated, reviewed, observed and studied the possibility of Troon residents being allowed to have a Solatube installed in the kitchen of the units. Following an extensive investigation, this proposal was presented to the Board of Directors and was approved by vote.  There were strict requirements preceding the installation which resulted in the homeowner agreeing by written document. that any damage caused to any unit as a result of the solatube would be the responsibility of the individual homeowner.  It is required that  the document be  recorded and filed with the Deed to the property, which ultimately means any subsequent owner of the existing property will be required to adhere to the amendment attached to the Deed.  

The solatubes are currently being installed in the units which have met all the requirements established by the Architecture Committee and approved by the Board of Directors.  If anyone has questions pertaining to this action, please contact David Cassidy and/or Larry Parker.

ADDENDUM TO SOLATUBE REQUIREMENTS
Anyone wishing to have a solatube installed, who did not sign up for one prior to February 28, 2007 must follow these procedures:

1. Homeowner obtains a two page Maintenance Agreement from the forms drawer at the clubhouse.
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  2.  Homeowner completes this form (name, address, and signature).

  3.  Homeowner submits this Maintenance Agreement, along with a check for $5.00 made out to “Troon at           
       Kildaire HOA” (to cover administrative/notarization expense) to director’s box at the clubhouse for 

      Chairman and board secretary’s signatures/notarization. Secretary to return this Maintenance Agreement

      to homeowner.
4.   Homeowner then files this Maintenance Agreement with the Wake County Register of Deeds.

5.   Homeowner then completes an Architectural Request and attaches a copy of the completed

      Maintenance Agreement (a copy from Wake County Register of Deeds).  This Architectural
      Request And Maintenance Agreement copy is to be left in the architectural request drawer in the

      clubhouse.

6. The Architecture Committee will assign a number to this Architectural Request, verify that all

      paperwork has been completed.  Copies of this Architectural Request and associated Maintenance

     Agreement to be distributed to the homeowner, directors and management company for their records.

7. Homeowner now can contact Solar Solutions to request an installation.  Their phone number  is 919-
