Our neighbors Connie and Rob Tomlinson, both
grew up in South Africa and immigrated to the
United States as adults. I recently interviewed Con-
nie to find out why she and Rob decided to come to
America. Here is a summary of what she had to
say.

After the Second World War, Connie's father emi-
grated from Hungary to Germany and then to
South Africa where he found opportunities as a di-
amond setter, establishing a manufacturing and re-
tail jewelry store which after 50 years continues to
prosper. There he met Connie's mother and the two
raised their three children.

Rob’s great grandparents were from Holland and
Ireland.  Both his parents were born in South
Africa, and were married in 1949.  Rob is the eldest
with a younger brother and sister.  Rob’s parents
and siblings all still live in South Africa.

Connie and Rob met, married, and started to make
a life for themselves in Port Elizabeth.  After sell-
ing a very successful transport business, and con-
cerned about the weak South African economy Rob
and Connie looked for opportunities elsewhere.
With Connie's brother in Chicago and her sister in
Charlotte the Tomlinsons decided to do what

If homeowners choose to have their condos
power washed, please be aware that there are air
ventilation /open holes under the eaves that allow
water to go into the insulation in the attic. This
moisture can cause the insulation to no longer be
effective. Mildew can also form within the insula-
tion. The homeowner is responsible for any dam-
age resulting from power washing under the
eaves. It is recommended that the guttering and
under hang be hand washed rather than power
washed.

Landscape Committee News
Troon Village is looking better than ever. If
you have specific concerns about the land-
scape, please convey your concerns in writing
to the landscape committee using the requisite
forms. The landscape forms are in the club-
house game room adjacent to the foyer.

In spite of the rain, Wilkerson Landscapes is
trying to maintain their schedule. By the end of
June they will be spraying
the lawns for clover,
broadleaf weeds and crab-
grass elimination. Mixed
with the spraying solution
will be a weak iron fertil-
izer to green up the grass.
Spraying for weeds in
pine straw beds, ant hills
and fungus/canker on
camellias is on-going.

The landscape committee is currently dis-
cussing whether there should be a split applica-
tion of 14-14-14 fertilizer in September and
October in the common areas around Troon.

Once the irrigation system is completely func-
tional, sprinklers will run between 4:00 a.m.
and 5:30 a.m.. We do not have to adhere to the
Cary odd and even days because we have our
own well.

The second pruning schedule is late because of the
rain. Keep in mind, shrubs are not all trimmed at
the same time. Some grow at a much faster rate
than others.

Some of the decorative walls around Troon have
loose top caps. When Wilkerson finds them, they
glue them back down.

Efforts to stem pond erosion are continuing; de-
bris has been removed, greenery has
been trimmed, and drainage pipes
have been extended. Soon, topsoil
and rock will be brought in and
placed around the pond where re-
quired. Foster Pond Management has
written a scope of work and Wilker-
son Landscape is doing the work.

Finally, a sincere thanks to all of you
who contribute to our landscaping with your
thoughts, suggestions, and labor.

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M. TANKLESS HOT WATER HEATER

Prior to installation of a tankless hot water heater, the Home owner shall sign a “Release Agreement”
pertaining to responsibility for damage to the condo during and following installation. The form is
available in a file drawer in the game room of the clubhouse or from the Management Company. The
completed form is to be deposited in the file drawer.

EXAMPLE OF FORM BELOW:

TANKLESS HOT WATER HEATER RELEASE AGREEMENT

Whereas certain homeowners desire to have installed a tankless hot water heater as a replacement for
their existing tank hot water heater. These hot water heaters require a larger size vent which necessi-
tates a larger hole in the roof.

Whereas the Troon at Kildaire Condominium Association, Inc. (“The Association”) have stressed the
importance of maintaining acceptable exterior design aesthetics to all homeowners. Therefore, it is
herewith agreed that:

1. The Association will permit owners to install a tankless hot water heater provided that:

a. The Association shall be relieved of any and all liability associated with the purchase, installation
or maintenance of the tankless hot water heater.

b. The tankless hot water heater must be vented through the same roof opening that an existing hot
water heater uses but the size of the roof vent may be increased.

c. The home owner will be responsible for any damage sustained to the roof from the installation
and from any water damage to the unit due to the new installation.

2. The undersigned homeowner acknowledges that he (she) has read this Release Agreement and
will adhere to the terms thereof:

what generations before them have done – in March
2000, they packed up their belongings, said good-
bye to family and friends, and came to America, the
land of opportunity.

Connie and Rob picked Cary to build their new lives
because of the amenities – the beach and the moun-
tains are each a short drive away, and the Triangle is
home to universities, the arts, and a wide variety of
entertainment venues.

Although the Tomlinsons had to start over when
they arrived – they sold their home and business, but
with the difference in value of the rand against the
dollar, they were unable to afford a house here –
they worked hard and now have a better life than the
one they left behind. Connie is currently the assis-
tant controller for a national engineering firm and
Rob, a talented photographer, opened his own pho-
tography studio, Cutting Edge Photography Studio,
now located in an office park suite on SE Cary Park-
way.

Welcome to America, Connie and Rob!

South Africa, a constitutional democracy, was
established by Dutch traders, who landed at
the southern tip of modern day South Africa
in 1652, established a stopover point on the
spice route between the Netherlands and the
East, and founded the city of Cape Town. The
British seized the Cape of Good Hope area in
1806, and many of the Dutch settlers (the
Boers) trekked north to found their own re-
publics. Port Elizabeth was settled in 1820 by
British settlers, and the city was named after
the late wife of the Acting Governor, Sir Ru-
fane Donkin.  The discovery of diamonds
(1867) and gold (1886) spurred wealth and
immigration.

Today, South Africa's economy is based on
mining (it's the world's largest producer of
platinum, gold, chromium and diamonds), au-
tomobile assembly, metalworking, machinery,
textiles, iron and steel, chemicals, fertilizer,
foodstuffs, and commercial ship repair.

Be a Good Neighbor
Recently, some Troon residents have complained about pet owners not clean-
ing up after their pets. I know most of the dog owners in Troon, and they are
good neighbors who do clean up after their pets, but perhaps there is someone

who is not aware of our rules and regulations about pets. They state:

Areas within the regime may be designated as the sole areas for the caring of animals.
Provided, however, each owner shall be responsible for cleaning up and removing an-
imal feces from any area of the condominium including the designated area. A fine of
$25.00 per incident is hereby imposed upon the offending owner. In no event shall
any animal be permitted in any of the common elements of the Project unless carried
or on a leash.

All pet owners are encouraged to carry a spray bottle filled with water to spray areas where pets have
urinated. This is to prevent brown spots on our lawns. If you would like to have this provision added
to the rules and regulations, please complete an Architecture Committee form to review the pet policy
and to rewrite it to include spraying water after a pet urinates.

Whether required or not, let’s all carry a spray bottle when we walk our dogs.
